A: "It would get up to 102 degrees at the ceiling
even though we keep the ambient temperature
at 82 degrees at floor level to keep humidity
levels desirable for customer comfort. We had
to try and even it out."

A: "We had to find the comfort level with the
fans first because we didn't want the guests
to feel a breeze. The Big Ass Fans® enabled

us to take the ambient temperature and the
water temperature down a few degrees
because we were moving that warm air down
and making the temperature more consistent.
Therefore we used less energy.”

A:"In April of this year we saved around $10,000
in gas, In May around $10,000, in June around
$13,000 and in July saved around $12,000. We
anticipate around $100,000 in savings a year
with the fans. We're looking forward to using
them in the winter to see the savings we'll
garner from those months."
